It is 
a story that we need to apply to today’s 
families who seem to think either moth-
er in laws or daughter in laws are evil 
people trying to rip their hearts out

but wanted to point it out anyway. 
 

In Ruth 3: 11 we read the words said by 
Boaz, her family redeemer…’I will do 
what is necessary for everyone in town 
knows that you are a virtuous woman’ 
 

WOW what a legacy to be known by! 
The WHOLE town knew she was a virtu-
ous woman. A woman of honour and 

one who could be trusted. 
 

In the context that I’m going to put 
it in is this.  In yours/my church, 
community, town, village, family, are 
we known for our virtue, honesty, 
integrity?  
 

I do pray that is true.  In Proverbs 
22; 1 Solomon says…”choose a good 
reputation over riches, for being held 
in high esteem is better that having 
silver & gold”.  It reminds me of one 
of my previous messages, When you 
walk into the room do people light 
up or black out.  
 

When people in your church see you 
come into the room do they leave or 
want to be near you because of the 
light you bring in with you. 
 

Ruth’s virtuous reputation earned 
her the love of not only Naomi, but 
Boaz, and the town of Bethlehem, as 
well as hers and Naomi’s family re-
deemer.  The same can be true of 
you and I wherever we are living 
today.
